Mario Marchello read minutes from last years meeting.   Jenny Curry moved and Scott Foels seconded that the minutes be approved as corrected.  The motion was passed
Hugh Kim read the treasurer’s report and 2011 budget.  Scott Foels moved Tanner Randall seconded to accept the treasurer report as read.
The applications from this year’s top seven scholarship applicants were passed out and reviewed by the board member.  We will wait until this fall or until we get some grants to give out the scholarships.

Ideas for Fundraisers – Comedy Works, need to have around 100 people.  Dave and Busters need to pay upfront and say how many before.  Bowling – look at a different alley.  It was suggested to have dinner and silent auction fund raiser on a Tuesday or Sunday night.  Also move it back to April.  Check with Jeremy Blue Bonnet and Mario said check with Pasquini’s new restaurant in Highlands Ranch.  Franci asked board members to check dinner places.  She said the Dorothy Mauro has an idea for a fund raiser and thinks it might be linked to the Littleton Town Center Play House as Dorothy does some work there.  
Bowling Fundraiser suggestions - do a team and prizes for top team – Scott Foels will check with three lanes.  Jeremy will check with Blue Bonnet.  We will try to have a bowling fundraiser in September.  Either on Sunday September 18 or 25.  Mario Marchello will check if we can get with Rocky, the Nuggets Mascot, and Tyrone Braxton.  Every board member will try to get for door prizes.  
Mario Marchello will try and write more grant proposals.  The Colorado Grants web site, http://coloradogrants.org/resources/deadline-calendar.php has a list of foundations that give grants and lists the dates the grants are due.  Mario asked the other board members to divide up the months listed on the website and research if the foundations listed there might be possibilities for us to apply for a grant.  Look if they support causes for children, education, or children that might have disabilities, etc.  

Jewels Sims volunteered for March and April, Tanner Randall volunteered for November and December  Scott Foels volunteered for September and October, Jenny Curry volunteered for July and Aug, Jeremy Sims volunteered for January and February and Hugh Kim Volunteered for May and June.  
It was also suggested that everyone try to do one thing each month to promote the foundation.  Mario Marchello passed out information about how some of the big foundations that do walk/run fund raisers spend millions and only end up contributing 20% or less to their cause.  Every year we give more than 85% of what we raise to our scholarship/financial aid applicants.  Mario also suggested that banks seem to be good sponsors for fundraisers, so if you bank at a bank other than Wells Fargo or First Bank please work with Mario to see if they will sponsor our fund raiser.  Mario will check with Wells Fargo, First Bank, and Chase.
